Big ideas on each group.  

 Spanish 1-2 - #28 and #29 – Preterit.  Should be taken out of the test.  This concept is briefly introduced at the end o f the school year.  Students should not be expected to master it in level 1-2.  This is a concept that students do have a time to master in level 3-4.

                 #16 change D is confusing too many inferences.  Change #63 “mala nota”  not part of the vocabulary for level 1-2.  #47 wrong answer.  #28 and 29.  No pretérito in level 1-2.  

Spanish 3-4– It is important to know the final exam ahead for scaffolding specifically with verb tenses: Imperfect is a new concept.  Revisit questions.   What are we really assessing?  

Group 3-4 Question 18 “comer”.  What are we testing?  Grammar or comprehension?  Alignment.  Appropriate of level of question.  #25 review.  Too much math.  #30 (imperfecto) Eliminate preterito as a choice (dijeron) so the native speakers won’t chose it.    Equal amount of students chose the correct and the wrong answer.  It is a distracter.  #18-21 Reading test items.   What standards are we being address on each question?

French 1-2 /3-4 No surprise on data.  Good starting point for discussion.  Instructional implications.  Impact of result on instruction.  Need some changes.   Possessives, adjectives, verb conjugations,   

Filipino 1-2 #58   Very tricky: B and C are both correct answers. Concepts of “best” answers.  Revise questions.  Distracters.  Critical thinking.                                                                                     Be aware that test questions address the concepts and the skills.  Are questions targeting standards?  What is being tested?
